has agreed to participate in a randomised controlled trial called Desmopressin for reversal of Antiplatelet drugs in Stroke due to Haemorrhage (DASH).
This is a randomised placebo-controlled trial of desmopressin in hyperacute primary intra-cerebral haemorrhage, to assess the feasibility of administering desmopressin to reverse antiplatelet drugs in haemorrhagic stroke.

Desmopressin is a short acting pro-haemostatic drug that can be administered intravenously and is used in a number of bleeding conditions to reduce bleeding. This is a feasibility trial to investigate desmopressin in primary intracerebral haemorrhage. 
The treatment consists of a twenty minute infusion, started within 24 hours of stroke onset. As part of this study your patient will have undergone an additional CT brain scan in an attempt to assess effect of treatment on haematoma expansion and they will be under active follow up from the research team for 90 days. 

Prior to performing a 90 day follow up telephone call we will contact your surgery to confirm the patient is not deceased.
